Mosquito

How to prevent mosquito bites?

Get rid of any standing water or overgrown
weeds around your home, where mosquitoes
congregate.

2. Use insecticides.

3. Cover up as much of your body as you can
stand.

4. Wear an insect repellent.

Treatment:

I.  Wash the bite with soap and water.

2. Put on some calamine lotion to help stop the
itching.

3. Placing an ice pack on the bite will also help.

4. QOintment containing antiallergic components
may be applied.

5. People with multiple bites can take an antihista-

mine by mouth.
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
